White Rose Festival 2016

Harrogate’'s first experience
of the White Rose Festival

It's probably Brenda Burnell’s fault that Harrogate Saltire
put in a team this year, for the first time in its history.

One of our members had been dancing with her team for
some years, two stalwarts from the Harrogate Strathspey
and Reel Club were among Brenda’s regulars, last year a
new Harrogate dancer joined in, and Brenda and her class
were so welcoming, and we had such fun on the day, that
it seemed only natural that we should start thinking about
getting together our own team.

This was actually the fairly easy part. We had come

back last year waxing lyrical about the joys of dancing
on grass at the beautiful Gateways School site, just ten
miles down the road from Harrogate, amidst rolling
countryside bounded by trees, on a sunny day with fluffy
white clouds and just enough breeze to cool our fevered
limbs, and with red kites cruising lazily overhead. We
described the spectacle of teams from all over the UK,
each sporting their own matching outfits, processing
past the grandstand led by the RSCDS banner as each
was announced and applauded. We told of the delight
of watching the children’s teams perform, of the displays
of Highland dancing to the piper, and of the massed
demonstrations. So this year, even though there were

a few people who couldn’t balance the demands of
rehearsing and learning dances with actually having a
life (and the fact that our president couldn’t resist a last
minute invitation from Harrogate hospital) we managed
to press-gang just enough people to form a team, though
without much spare capacity.

However, it was at this point that it got interesting.
Harrogate’s dancing year ends bizarrely early, so we

had to find a practice venue, which was why we found
ourselves dancing upstairs in a very strange warehouse
in a light industrial estate on the edge of the town. The
schedule presented us with a number of challenges,
including the fact that rehearsals were never with the
full group and a couple of the dancers were quite new,
but the really hot topic was what the ladies should wear.
The men stood around looking partly bemused, partly
confident in their own assured splendour, while we
discussed colours, T-shirts (eventually we found some for
£3 from Sainsbury’s), flesh-coloured tights as opposed to
bare legs, how to tie the sash, how many safety pins were
needed, and a whole lot more equally crucial matters.

And on top of all this, we had to get performance-ready,
or at least somewhere between abject terror and just
about able to get through the dances. Three days before
the event, and on our last rehearsal, we all knew, for
certain, that if we had another couple of weeks’ practice,
we'd be perfect.

The day itself, though, was an unqualified delight.

Almost unqualified. We knew we were supposed to be
disappointed that the weather meant we couldn’t dance
outside and wouldn’t experience the beautiful countryside
or the full processions, but actually we were really quite
relieved. Dancing on grass is hard work, and we’re not all
in the first flush of youth. The hall looked stunning, and it

was interesting and fun to be closer to the other dancers
(partly to compare clothes - there were some really good
outfits). As well as this, the fact that the adults had to
perform in two “sittings” gave the tyro Harrogate team
breathing space to watch others the first time through
before venturing onto the floor themselves.

Overall, we felt we did pretty well for a first time. We got
through most of the dances very respectably, although the
big exception was The Glengarry Homestead. We started
to get worried when we realised we were turning the
wrong person into the targe, and it was rapidly downbhill
into chaos from there. One of our members, very sensibly,
took control, made us stop and collect ourselves. We kept
smiling throughout, as our teacher Betty had instructed,
though the smiles became perhaps a little fixed, and we
managed to sort ourselves out in time to finish the last
time through. It was very, very reassuring to see that more
experienced teams had similar moments. Our last dance
of the day was Ezekiel's Wheel, we danced this, twice,
better than we ever had before, and ended the afternoon
completely over-excited and pretty short of breath.

After the event e-mails went flying (some asking,
anxiously, “Was | the one who went wrong?”) but all
agreeing we’d had an exceptionally good time, and with
good luck and a following wind we hope to be there
again next year.
